2023 Budget Summary 
1. Membership was down -19% in 2022 (34% of households = 412)
2. 2023 budget is 22% higher than 2022 due primarily to $3,000 

budgeted for Beautification projects anticipated this year
3. Budget allows for all events with slightly increased costs in 2023
